Conduct a Shadow Load Power Audit (Electrical System Deep Dive)

Why this matters?

Hidden power drains, also known as phantom loads, can quietly sap battery life, leaving you 
stranded when you least expect it.

What to do

� Disconnect from shore power and turn off all major appliances.

� Use a clamp meter to check for unexpected power consumption on each circuit.

� Identify devices drawing power even when turned off.

� Reduce unnecessary drains by unplugging devices, adding switches, or upgrading to 

more efficient appliances.

� Pay special attention to inverters and entertainment systems, which are common culprits.

Calibrate Your Tire Pressure Monitoring System (TPMS) Against a Reference Gauge

Why this matters?

Inaccurate tire pressure readings can lead to blowouts, reduced fuel efficiency, and 
premature tire wear.

What to do

� Use a high-quality, calibrated tire pressure gauge as your reference.

� Compare readings from your TPMS to the gauge’s measurements.

� Adjust TPMS settings if needed to ensure accurate readings.

� Conduct regular checks, especially before long trips or temperature changes.

Key Benefit: extends tire life, and saves on fuel costs. Proper tire pressure improves safety,

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Perform a Grey Water System Backflush (Beyond Basic Tank Dumps)

Why this matters?

Regular tank dumps don’t always remove buildup, leading to odors and 
blockages.

What to do

� Fill the grey tank with a solution of vinegar and baking soda.

� Let it sit for several hours to break down grease and soap scum.

� Drain completely, then flush with clean water.

� Repeat periodically to maintain a fresh and clog-free system.

Key Benefit: less odor, fewer clogs, and smoother drainage. A cleaner grey tank means

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Conduct a Wind Profile Assessment of Your Route

Why this matters?

Strong crosswinds can make driving an RV difficult, increasing the risk of accidents.

What to do

� Check wind conditions using Windy.com or NOAA aviation weather maps before 
departure.

� Identify high-risk areas prone to strong gusts.

� Plan alternative routes or adjust driving speed to stay in control.

Key Benefit: reduces fatigue, improves handling, and 
enhances overall driving safety.

Cell service isn’t always reliable in remote areas, making alternative communication 

essential.

What to do

� Visit a remote location and simulate a total loss of cell service.

� Test your backup communication tools (satellite phone, HAM radio, offline GPS).

� Set pre-arranged check-in times with family or friends.

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Pre-Program Your RV’s Navigation System with Escape Routes

Why this matters?

Road closures, accidents, and unexpected detours can derail your trip if you’re 
unprepared.

What to do

� Research and save alternate routes before your trip.

� Program them into your RV’s navigation system or offline maps.

� Identify roads that bypass common traffic bottlenecks.

Key Benefit: keep your trip stress-free and on schedule. Avoid last-minute panic and

Appliances may work fine under normal conditions but fail when exposed to extreme 
heat or low voltage.

What to do

�  Run key appliances (fridge, AC, heater) during the hottest part of the day.

�  Use a voltage regulator to test performance under low voltage conditions.

�  Observe for overheating, strange noises, or inconsistent operation.

Key Benefit: prevents unexpected failures ensures comfort 
throughout your trip.

� Use a remote temperature monitoring system to get real-time alerts on unsafe conditions.

� Test backup power sources to ensure continuous cooling in case of shore power loss.

� Keep ventilation optimal by using sunshades, fans, and proper insulation.

� Ensure your camera has night vision for visibility in low-light conditions.
